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Objective 10: Reduced Inequalities
Abstract

Nanhua University is committed to reducing inequality in Taiwan and between
countries, strengthening support and counseling for indigenous people, international
students, and resource room students for Reduced Inequalities. The first-generation
college students who study for a bachelor's degree at Nanhua University accounts for
52.54% of freshman students, and the proportion of students receiving financial aid
accounts for 6.21% of the students of the entire University, showing that Nanhua
University is actively working for reduced inequalities.

In order to implement the university’s local social responsibilities, and in response
to the unique learning needs and life adaptation of indigenous students, the “Indigenous
Students Resource Center” was set up in 2019 to shape good learning environment that
allows indigenous students to enjoy adaptive study at ease through the promotion of
“Three Acts of Goodness” student assistance measures; a student club "Youth Club of
Aboriginal Culture" was established to promote aboriginal culture.

The support and counseling mechanism for international students includes the
establishment of a dedicated unit, the handling of freshman briefings, the establishment
of regular study and life counseling, confirmation of the principles of accommodation
arrangements, self-raised scholarships, living functions the development of relevant
counseling methods and other measures. In the 2018-2019 academic year, the
matchmaking successfully benefited 24 overseas students from 12 families. Those
students from low-income countries or low-and-middle-income countries were
supported by generous scholarships and the beneficiary students accounted for
52.99% of the University's overseas students. A total of 251 overseas student
scholarships were provided for a total amount of USD 7,114,278 in the 2022-2023
academic year.

Nanhua University provides special education students with appropriate services
and a good learning and education environment so that they can adapt to the life of the
University. The University also assists special education students in adapting to their
individual learning needs according to individualized requirements, offers students of
Nanhua University with special education needs fair academic learning opportunities
and barrier-free living environment based on the concept of "the least restrictive
education environment", plans and arranges various support services. Nanhua
University has68 disabled students, accounting for 1.24% of all students, and 9disabled
employees, accounting for 2.47% of all school employees. In the 2022-2023 academic
year, the resource classroom provided 1,946 person-times of consultation services for
students with disabilities, and provided 32 person-times of tutoring for568.5 hours.

Article 1. This policy is established to encourage outstanding international students to

attend Nanhua University.

Avrticle 2. The international students referenced in this policy refer to international
students, overseas Chinese students, and mainland Chinese students enrolled
at Nanhua University. Detailed definitions of international students referred
to in the previous paragraphs are as follows:

l. International students: students who do not possess citizenship to the
Republic of China as prescribed in Article 2 of the Nationality Act and do
not possess overseas Chinese status, or those who have lost their Republic
of China nationality for more than eight whole years.

Il. Overseas Chinese students: Chinese students born and residing overseas,
or those who have resided continuously overseas for more than six years
and obtained a permanent or long-term residence permit from their country
of residence, and who have now returned to the Republic of China for
schooling and have been recognized by the Overseas Chinese Affairs
Commission as "overseas Chinese students."

. Mainland Chinese students: mainland Chinese students in the
undergraduate or master’s programs admitted through the University
Entrance Committee for mainland Chinese students.

Avrticle 3. The subsidy standards for new overseas Chinese students’ tuition fees are
equivalent to that of local students’ admission grants for the first semester.

New mainland Chinese students’ tuition fee is equivalent to the tuition fee of
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private universities for the first semester. Starting from the second semester,
all international, overseas Chinese students, and mainland Chinese students
are eligible for the scholarships and grants specified in this policy.
Undergraduate students are eligible for scholarships and grants for a
maximum of four academic years, master students for a maximum of two
academic years, and doctoral students for a maximum of three academic
years. This excludes students who delay graduation, are enrolled in in-service
master's programs, are exchange students, and are trainees.

Avrticle 4 Types of Scholarships and Grants

I Type A scholarship: covers the full tuition fee and miscellaneous charges,
and exempts students from voluntary work.

Il. Type Al scholarship: covers the full tuition fee and requires the payment
of miscellaneous charges, but exempts students from voluntary work.

lll. Type A2 grant: covers the full tuition fee, and requires the payment of
miscellaneous charges and the completion of voluntary work.

IV. Type B scholarship: The subsidy standards for the tuition fee and
miscellaneous charges are equivalent to that of local students’ admission
grants, and students are exempt from voluntary work.

V. Type C low-income grant: covers the full tuition fee and miscellaneous
charges, and requires students to complete voluntary work.

Article 5 Scholarship and Grant Review Criteria:

I [New students]: the first semester for the international students to enter
the school starting from the 2022 academic year

1) Students who have a GPA of 3.2 and above, or an average score of 80
and above in their highest education level, according to the entry
requirements.

(1) Undergraduate students shall receive Type Al scholarships.
(2) Master students shall receive Type Al scholarships.
(3) Doctoral students shall receive Type A scholarships.

2) Students who fail to achieve a GPA of 3.2 and above, or an average
score of 80 and above in their highest education level, according to the
entry requirements.

(1) Undergraduate students shall receive Type A2 grants, and

must complete 72 hours of voluntary work (including 30 hours
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of active participation) arranged by the Office of International
and Cross-Strait Affairs or other offices during the semester in
which they receive the scholarship.

(2) Master students shall receive Type A2 grants, and must
complete 36 hours of voluntary work (including 30 hours of
active participation) arranged by the Office of International
and Cross-Strait Affairs or other offices during the semester in
which they receive the scholarship.

(3) Doctoral students shall receive Type Al grants.

(4) Type B scholarships are available to students who apply for
exemption from voluntary work.

3) Type C low-income grant:

(1) Those issued with certification of low-income or
recommendation letter, which has been reviewed and
approved by their local government, graduating schools, or
overseas Fo Guang Shan Temples will receive Type C grants.
Maximally five recipients per country per semester are granted.

(2) Students who receive Type C low-income grants must
complete 100 hours of voluntary work (including 30 hours of
active participation) arranged by the Office of International
Cross-Strait Affairs or other offices during the semester in
which they receive the scholarship.

Il.  [Returning Students]: the second semester and above for the
international students to enter the school starting from the 2022
academic year

1) Type A scholarship:
(1) Undergraduate students who rank in the top 30% in the previous
semester, and whose behavior scores are 80 and above.
(2) Master students who rank in the top 30% in the previous semester,
and whose behavior scores are 80 and above.
(3) Doctoral students who rank in the top 50% in the previous semester,
and whose behavior scores are 80 and above.

2) Type B scholarship:
1. Undergraduate students who rank outside the top 30% (exclusive) in

the previous semester, with an average score of 60 and above, shall

receive Type B scholarships in the next semester.
Master students who rank outside the top 30% (exclusive) in the
previous semester, with an average score of 70 and above, shall
receive Type B scholarships in the next semester.
Doctoral students who rank outside the top 50% (exclusive) in the
previous semester, with an average score of 70 and above, shall

receive Type B scholarships in the next semester.

3) Type C grants:

Those issued with certification of low-income or recommendation

letter, which has been reviewed and approved by their local

government, graduating schools, or overseas Fo Guang Shan

Temples, and having an average score of 60 in the previous semester

will receive Type C grants. Maximally five recipients per country per

semester are granted. Students who receive Type C low-income

grants must complete 150 hours of voluntary work (including 30

hours of active participation) arranged by the Office of International

and Cross-Strait Affairs or other offices during the semester in which

they receive the scholarship.

III. [Returning Students]: from the second semester of the 2022 academic

year, international students who have a behavior score of 80 and above,

and an average score of 60 and above in the undergraduate program or

an average score of 70 and above in Master’s and Doctoral programs:

Undergraduate students who rank in the top 15% (inclusive) of their
program in the previous semester shall receive Type A scholarships;
those who rank between 16% and 40% (inclusive) of their program
shall receive Type Al scholarships; those who rank below 40%
(exclusive) shall receive Type B scholarships.

Master students who rank in the top 15% (inclusive) of their
program in the previous semester shall receive Type A scholarships;
those who rank between 16% and 40% (inclusive) of their program
shall receive Type Al scholarships; those who rank below 40%
(exclusive) shall receive Type B scholarship.

Doctoral students who rank in the top 15% (inclusive) of their
program in the previous semester shall receive Type A scholarships;
those who rank between 16% and 40% (inclusive) of their program
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shall receive Type Al scholarships; those who rank below 40%
(exclusive) shall receive Type B scholarships.

(4) Those issued with certification of low-income or recommendation
letter, which has been reviewed and approved by their local
government, graduating schools, or overseas Fo Guang Shan
Temples will receive Type C grants. Maximally five recipients per
country per semester are granted. Students who receive Type C
low-income grants must complete 150 hours of voluntary work
(including 30 hours of active participation) arranged by the Office
of International Cross-Strait Affairs or other offices during the
semester in which they receive the scholarship.

IV. Special performance scholarships and grants:

(1) Students who have published two papers on “SCI, SSCI, A&HCI,
TSSCI, THCI, and EI Compendex” as the first authors,
corresponding authors, or second authors can apply for Type A
scholarships for the next semester. These papers cannot be used to
apply for the “Thesis Scholarship for Students of Nanhua
University”.

(2) Students who perform well in off-campus competition activities may
apply for subsidies or awards according to the “Subsidy and
Incentive Measures for Students of Nanhua University to Participate
in Off-campus Competition Activities”.

(3) For students who win honors for the university due to their excellent
performance, scholarships and grants shall be reported by the Office
of International and Cross-Strait Affairs to the president for
approval and determined according to the overall development
expenditure in that academic year. In principle, scholarships and
grants are offered to a maximum of 3 students per academic year,
with a maximum amount of NTD 10,000.

(4) The above subsidies or awards for excellent performance can only
be applied once for the same event. Those who have received
scholarships and grants from other organizations are not allowed to
apply again.

Article 6. Required documents:
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I. New students: Automatically considered for scholarships when applying

for admission.

() Original transcript of the highest education level.

(Il) A copy of the highest educational certificate, diploma, or degree.

(II1) Proof of low income (issued by a local government, graduating
school, or overseas Fo Guang Shan temple, or recommendation
letters; optional).

(IV) Recommendation letter if the student attended a sister school or
other relevant collaborating unit.

(V) Other supporting documents detailing the student's excellent
performance (optional).

II.If the above documents are not in Chinese, a translated Chinese or
English copy, verified by an overseas unit, must be attached.

Article 7. Review procedures:

I. New students: International student applications undergo a
preliminary assessment by the relevant department (institute) or
college and are then sent to the Office of International Cross-Strait
Aftairs for further review. The application is then sent to the president
for approval.

[l. Students: Transcripts and rankings provided by the Office of
Academic Affairs are sent to the Office of International Cross-Strait
Affairs where the information is tabulated and sent to the Accounting
Office for review. The application is then sent to the president for
approval.

Article 8. Restrictions:

. Students who have already received the Taiwan Scholarship are not
eligible for scholarships or grants.

Il. Students are not eligible for Type A scholarships or grants if they
have already received scholarships or grants from the Taiwan
government, which specifically states that concurrent subsidies are
not allowed.

Avrticle 9. Revoking eligibility:
I A. Students who failed one-half or more of their classes in the

previous term or those cited with a major demerit are disqualified
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from receiving scholarships and grants for the current term.

Il. If the recipient is absent from classes for more than 45 hours in an
academic term, the recipient will be dealt with according to the
university's rules and regulations and is also disqualified from
receiving scholarships and grants.

lll. If it is discovered that a recipient has forged documents or lied about
the circumstances leading to eligibility for the scholarship or grant,
the recipient's eligibility will be immediately revoked and the portion
of the scholarship or grant already paid to the recipient will be
recovered.

IV. The recipients who failed to accomplish the regulated hours of
voluntary work in the previous semester will not be granted
scholarships in the next semester.

Article 10. Special classes for overseas students both within and without the
university and the students recommended by sister universities both
operate on a contractual system in which both parties agree to the fee
standards. All issues that arise regarding special classes are subject to
the relevant provisions and are separate from this policy.

Article 11. Matters not mentioned herein will be handled in accordance with
relevant laws and regulations.

Article 12. This policy is adopted by the executive council and reviewed by the
president for final confirmation before formal implementation. Any
amendments to this policy must also be approved.
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
